NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN, the organizer behind the free housing of more than 3.000 climate guests with Danish families, invites everybody to a housewarming at the City Hall Square. That happens on Friday at 8 PM at the NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN house which is NEW LIFE-territory from Friday night until Sunday. 

At the housewarming, an extraordinary NEW LIFE-ceremony will take place where the participants will make a pledge to change their lives with immediate effect. The pledge is available for everyone and will be presented by a world-renowned American organization through a live ceremony. 

NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN is both a housing project, an alternative art festival and a social experiment with the aim to bring together Danes and international climate guests in unusual and dynamic meetings across gender, age and nationality. More than 2.000 Danish host families take part in the project, and the more than 6.000 Danish and international participants now have the possibility to meet each other and take the oath during the weekend. That should pave the way for unusual meetings when climate activists, delegated and journalists from all over the world cross paths with Danish host families iof all generations. 

NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN is the largest private and free accommodation project worldwide ever in relation to an international summit. NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN is funded by the Danish Arts Council, Nordic Culture Point, the Danish Arts Foundation, the City of Copenhagen, People's Climate Action and the Danish Society for Nature Conservation.

NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN is organized by the artists-run online-community Wooloo.org. Wooloo.org is today used by more than 13.000 artists from over 140 countries. Wooloo.org  was founded in 2002 by Sixten Kai Nielsen and Martin Rosengaard, who has organized a host of art projects in Denmark and abroad since 2002.

NEW LIFE COPENHAGEN is created in collaboration with freelance curator Christian Skovbjerg Jensen who has curated ‘Monument’ in 2004 and ‘Sit down’ in 2006 among others, and also worked as a consultant at the quadrennial for contemporary art ‘U-TURN’ in 2008.





Facts about Hopenhagen LIVE


Hopenhagen LIVE takes place at the City Hall Square (Rådhuspladsen) December 7-18 during COP15. 


Hopenhagen LIVE is a large cultural event that brings focus to the climate challenges and future climate solutions of the world. Exhibits, debates, concerts spiced up with speeches, activism with added flairs of art and games transformed to knowledge are the key ingredients of the event. 


Hopenhagen LIVE is developed by the arts organization Golden Days in collaboration with Roskilde Festival on behalf of the City of Copenhagen. A string of content players, companies, artists and organizations have been invited to assist in communicating climate solutions of the future to the world. 


Hopenhagen LIVE is part of the global campaign ”Hopenhagen” which has been developed by The Internationale Advertising Association (IAA) with support from UN. The purpose of the Hopenhagen-campaign is to create an international movement (at � HYPERLINK "http://www.hopenhagen.com/"��www.hopenhagen.com�), strong enough to influence the outcome of COP15. It is an open source campaign where everybody can sign up, and the City of Copenhagen has entered into collaboration about Hopenhagen, because it is a uniques opportunity to bring forward a message both local and global. The City of Copenhagen, is not, however, involved with partners who are not involved in the Copenhagen’s version of the Hopenhagen-campaign. Hopenhagen is coordinated in Denmark by IAA Denmark.


Hopenhagen LIVE collaborates in particular with local, but also international COP15-partners, organizations and cultural producers. 


Hopenhagen collaborates with the capital’s collective infrastructural network – S-trains, Movia, Metro and DSB in relation to a green ticket which gives citizens and guests the option to travel with a clean conscience throughout December. For every sold ticket, the charity organization CARE will plant trees on the north coast of Vietnam in order to help the forest territory withstand floods.
